This indirect cost rate is applied to grants, contracts and other agreements covered by
Office of Management and Budget 2 CFR § 200.414 - Indirect (F&A) costs.

All applicable contract proposals should include the appropriate recovery of indirect costs. For the
current indirect cost rate, please refer to the current rate agreement report.

The indirect cost recoveries received by the institution are treated as current unrestricted income.

Auxiliary Enterprises

Overhead expenses based on square footage are allocated to self-sustaining departments (bookstore,
food services, and the Office of Residential Life) at the end of the fiscal year. Typical overhead expenses
allocated are administrative expenses, utilities, housekeeping, security, etc.
